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Application Instructions - 2010-2011 FAITH Scholarship

Attached is a Checklist and Application for the 2010-2011 FAITH Scholarship. Candidates must
submit a completed application plus all required documentation (as detailed on the Checklist) to the
Scholarship Committee. Applications are three pages long and must be filled out in their
entirety with all required documentation included (see Checklist). Please print clearly. It is
the responsibility of the applicant to insure that their application is complete. Make sure you
include the Checklist as the top page of your submission. The committee will not consider
incomplete applications. The deadline for submissions is June 25, 2010.

Selection of the recipients will be based on the following criteria:
* (Candidates must be of the Greek Orthodox faith

* At the time of application, candidates must be high school senior committed to serious
study in an undergraduate degree program at an accredited college or university in the
forthcoming academic year.

* (Candidates must be citizens or permanent residents of the United States.

* (Candidates must have achieved and must provide proof of a combined new SAT minimum
score of 1500*, or older SAT minimum score of 1000. If the SAT is not administered,
another measure used by the academic community, for example the ACT, should be
substituted. College students must also submit both current college as well as high

school transcripts, including their testing record of SAT and/or ACT scores. *NOTE:
New SAT writing section may be waived.

* Candidates must provide evidence of class rank and financial need. (Tax Returns)

* (Candidates must submit a fully completed application to the Scholarship Committee and be
available for an interview at the Committee's discretion. Applications must be filled out in
their entirety and include all the required documentation as highlighted on the Checklist.
The committee will not consider incomplete applications.

€ An Essay - Your essay (one page maximum) should address the reason(s) you are applying for this scholarship and
how your planned studies, with receipt of this scholarship, will help you serve the Church and/or the community at large.

€ A brief resume (2-page maximum), including the following information:
= Honors and Awards (most significant honors/awards—academic and other, type, and date received)
= Language(s) (including proficiency levels)
" Special skills (any skills, abilities, or appropriate experiences you feel better qualify you for this scholarship)
= Extracurricular information: activities; volunteer and community service; special programs;
paid/unpaid employment and/or internships. Please include name(s) of organization(s), years of involvement with each,
brief description of program, service or work responsibilities. For employment and internships please list hours/week.
€ Have you completed your Checklist (and reviewed that all of the items required are
included with your submission) and signed the application/release form? Both your
signature and your parent’s or guardian’s signature are required.
